A major part of the session focused on real-world challenges during clinical training, such as:

* Maintaining infection control and aseptic techniques.
* Understanding fluid management and electrolyte balance.
* Following dialysis unit protocols during emergency situations.
* Importance of professional communication and teamwork.

» Ethical practices and patient-centered care.

Students from all semesters enthusiastically participated 1n the interactive Q&A session, asking questions
related to internships, job roles, certifications, and future scope in Dialysis Technology.
